Kiel Optimists to host child safety identification program in June

The Kiel Optimist Club and SafeAssured Identification Solutions are partnering to bring Kiel families the most complete youth identification solution available to aid in the search for a missing youth.  The Kiel Optimist Club is hosting an enrollment event at Kiel Public Schools on June 26th, 2005.
